Washburn School of Law’s online legal database provides a plethora of links for many Caribbean countries. Like the Law Library of Congress, it is a great place to start research. It has links characterized by subjects: judicial issues, constitution, legislative, general legal research. This website is somewhat unique in that it also includes some links to legal practitioners in specific countries as well as more specialized legal topic links, such as commercial law.

Law Library of Congress website. This website is a good starting point for nation specific research. It has links to constitutions, legislative issues and statutes, executive branch information, and judicial links, as well as general government and legal research links. While it is a good starting point, there are not extensive resources for all of the countries.

It does appear that most of the major cases are present here and it has a very convenient advanced search engine. Be aware that Carilaw requires a login and password.

This is a really great site for finding the numerous Caricom agreements. Also, there is a section for the laws of the different member nations. Unfortunately, only six countries’ law can be viewed here, with a zero next to the remaining countries. Hopefully this will change in the future. Another section is entitled “Legal Opinions,” but only one such opinion is listed.

This website has a good amount of judgments by the Eastern Caribbean Supreme Court made at both the Court of Appeals and High Court levels since 1996. One section under Judgments is stated to be a “comprehensive record of the Court of Appeal’s sitting in any given territory,” but only lists St. Lucia at the moment. 
Hieros Gamos, Worldwide Legal Directories,

http://hg.org.master.com/texis/master/search/+/Top/Regional/Caribbean (last visited April 20, 2007).

Hieros Gamos is a search engine that can be utilized to find various degrees of helpful information pertaining to Caribbean countries. Not a lot of substantial law can be found here, but Hieros Gamos does assist in finding general information about each country, including news, business and governmental sources.

This site is fantastic for researching constitutions of the Caribbean countries. It has them all. Also, this site provides links to websites for each country for the executive, judicial and legislative branches. The site is in English and Spanish and makes it absolutely easy to find what you are looking for.

Yemisi Dima, Guide to Caribbean Law Research (Feb. 27, 2007). available at http://www.nyulawglobal.org/globalex/Caribbean1.htm (last visited April 20, 2007).


This website article provides an outline for the legal system of most of the Commonwealth Caribbean countries. It is extremely useful as it outlines the jurisdictions, statutes, journals, and textbooks relating to each country. The article also provides helpful links for further research. This would be a good place to start legal research and find proper citations while organizing your initial search. 

Sarah Carter, A Guide to the UK Legal System (Oct. 1, 2002). available at
http://www.llrx.com/features/uk2.htm (last visited April 20, 2007).

This article describes in detail the inner-workings of the United Kingdom’s legal system. Included in the article are short discussions on constitutional law, the court systems and the parliament. Since UK law is so important when construing Commonwealth Caribbean law, this article is a great introduction and can be quite useful to someone who is not familiar with this legal structure.

This article gives and an in-depth review of how to find and research treaties to which the United States is not a signatory. Short and sweet, this guide is very helpful. At the end there is a listing of collections of treaties separated into categories such as arbitration and the environment.

Also, a few treaties, such as the OECA, the ECTEL and Pharmaceutical Procurement Service Treaty, can be found here. There is not a lot of legal resources to be found on this site, but there is a significant amount of cultural information available on this site.

This is a general database for specific cases by the Privy Council. The site covers cases from different countries. The database spans many years and lets the researcher look for cases by name, year, or keyword. This would be a good source for finding country specific decisions by searching with the country name as key word.

The West Indian Reports Volumes 1-68.

 These volumes include all cases heard by the respective Supreme Courts of the Federation of the West Indies including Antigua, Barbados, British Guiana, Dominica, Grenada, Jamaica, Montserrat, St. Kitts, St. Lucia, St. Vincent, Trinidad and Tobago, and the Virgin Islands. Each volume is indexed alphabetically and by subject area. This is a wonderful resource to find case law on any topic spanning for years. 

Zanfina McDowell, Elements of Child Law in the Commonwealth Caribbean (2000).  


This text provides an overview of family and child law in the Commonwealth Caribbean. It walks the reader through various aspects of the law in a clear manner, providing a good foundation for understanding the substantive issues. This book is also good as it analyzes specific statutes relating to family law. This analysis would be very helpful for topics that are statute specific. The appendices are also great resources for country specific statutes of Trinidad and Tobago, Antigua and Barbuda, as well as the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child. 

Law in Caribbean Society: An Annotated Guide to the University of the West Indies Law-in-Society Dissertations, 1973-96 and a Selection of L.L.M. and Ph.D. Dissertations, 1978-96 (Velma Newton & Sylvia Moss eds., 1998).


This small guide is a great resource for finding subject specific articles from the Caribbean. The subject index is easy to use and organizes the articles but subject area and country.  It gives a brief synopsis of each paper and a citation that can be used when requesting a copy. This is a great source for finding sources specifically from the Caribbean, not just about the Caribbean. 

Velma Newton, Commonwealth Caribbean Legal Literature: A Bibliography of all Primary Sources to Date and Secondary Sources for 1971-85 (1987), and Commonwealth Caribbean Legal Literature: Supplement 1986-1995 (1995). 


This book and its updated supplement are even more widespread bibliographies than the previously discussed guide. For what it lacks in specificity (it does not provide synopsis) it makes up for in breadth. This guide includes citations to statutes, books, articles, and periodicals on a wide variety of topics and countries. This guide would be good for getting a general idea of the amount of sources on a specific topic, as well as the types of sources available. It also provides proper citations and catalog numbers to enable to reader to find the actual text through the library or other communication means. Once again, the only drawback to this source is its age.  Statutes would need to be researched for new updates or revocations. 

Gilbert Kodilinyne, Commonwealth Caribbean Property Law (2000). 


This book is designed as a primer for West Indies university students.  It provides a comprehensive overview of property law in the Commonwealth Caribbean in a fairly easy to understand format. While it is a general Caribbean book, it does have many case references to specific countries. Of particular mention are the Bahamas, Jamaica, and lots of Trinidad and Tobago cases. This book would be a good place to start for basic substantive information and then branching off for more specifics with other sources. 

Rajendra Ramlogan & Natalie Persadie, Commonwealth Caribbean Business Law (2004).


This book is another in the Commonwealth Caribbean Law Series. It provides a great overview of business law in the Caribbean as well as supplying case law and statutes. This book would be good for learning the basic substantive law needed for a business law paper as well as providing a starting point for further research with the cases and statutes provided in the texts. In particular, Caribbean statutes from Anguilla, Barbados, Guyana, Jamaica, Montserrat, and Trinidad and Tobago are analyzed. 

Sir Fred Phillips, Commonwealth Caribbean Constitutional Law (2002).


This book focuses on the constitutional law and history of various Caribbean countries and the area as a whole. It substantively covers broad constitutional topics as well as specific ideas such as individual freedoms.  It provides more detailed information on the constitutional history of the countries of St. Kitts, Nevis, and Anguilla, Guyana, Trinidad and Tobago, Grenada, Dominica, St. Vincent, St. Lucia, Antigua and Barbuda, Barbados, Jamaica, and Belize. As well as the constitutions themselves, this book also discusses judicial and some executive issues. 

Albert Fiadjoe, Commonwealth Caribbean Public Law (2d ed., 1999).

This primer on public law goes over the general theory of public law and applies it to the environment of the Commonwealth Caribbean. It includes jurisdictional and judicial issues as well as basic constitutional issues. Barbados is highlighted in particular for its Administrative Justice Act. 

Rambarran Mangal, An Introduction to Company Law in the Caribbean (1995).

This book gives an elementary account if the law as applied to companies registered under the various laws within the Commonwealth Caribbean. Plenty of cases are cited along with the individual acts for each country. The book is well organized. The downside is the amount of time that has passed since this book’s publication, but this book does provide the reader with a decent understanding of this area of the law from a Caribbean perspective.

Shazeeda A. Ali, Money Laundering Control in the Caribbean (2003).

This book gives a Commonwealth Caribbean perspective on the problem and possible solutions to the problem of money laundering. This book is a good starting point for researching this topic because of the large number of cases cited in the beginning, broken up by country. 

Gilbert Kodilinye, Tort, Text Cases & Materials, Commonwealth Caribbean Law Series (1995).


This book provides the reader with everything one could possible want to know about tort law in the Caribbean. Loaded with cases and statutes, this book is divided into sections for each tort and uses case law to flesh out the rules and narrow down the important issues. 

Karen Nunez-Tesheira, Non-Contentious Probate Practice in the English Speaking Caribbean (2d ed., 2004).

This book is a complete guide to probate practice in the Caribbean. Each country is discussed in great detail. This book is very accessible because important elements are reviewed and presented to the read in outline form, somewhat akin to checklists.

Gilbert Kodilinye & Trevor Carmichael, Commonwealth Caribbean Trusts Law (2d ed., 2002).

This book is another in the Commonwealth Caribbean Law Series. It offers a general overview of trusts law with plenty of cases and statutes to further your research. This book provides the reader with the basics to trusts and in many cases fleshes out what is really needed for research on this subject matter.

Winston Anderson, Private International Family Law (2005).

This book is a handbook on the principles and intricacies of family law in the Caribbean. The main discussions are of marriage, matrimonial causes, unions other than marriage, children and property. There are plenty of cases and legislation for each country to use for research. It provides the reader with a basic overview of this area of law in a short and sweet fashion.
Winston Anderson, Elements of Private International Law (2003).


This book discusses the means by which Caribbean Courts resolve cross-border disputes and the basic rules regarding jurisdiction in these disputes. Also, it addresses conditions under which foreign judgments will be enforced. There is a plethora of cases and statutes to help the reader find more avenues to research. The book appears to be very comprehensive and would be a good resource for legal papers on transnational disputes.

Victor Ayeni, Linda Reif & Hayden Thomas, Strengthening Ombudsman and Human Rights Institutions in Commonwealth Small and Island States – The Caribbean Experience (2000).

This book gives a very thorough examination of the role of the Ombudsman and the procedures for complaint-handling and investigations. It also addresses the importance of Caribbean Human Rights Institutions and their effect in the region. Many different forms are available with sufficient explanations. This is a great book for becoming familiar with human rights enforcement.
Dana S. Seetahal, Commonwealth Caribbean Criminal Practice and Procedure (2001).

This book is another in the Commonwealth Caribbean Law Series. As such, everything anyone could want to know about criminal practice and procedure is to be found in this book. There are pages and pages of cited cases and statutes to help you provide some case law to your research paper.
Simeon C.R. McIntosh, Fundamental Rights and Democratic Governance, Essays in Caribbean Jurisprudence (2005).


This book discusses the fundamental rights and freedoms of speech, the press, religion and from cruel punishment. It integrates philosophical ideals into these discussions to make them something more than just legal concepts. This is great for legal papers that utilize theory in their arguments.
Winston Anderson, The Law of Caribbean Marine Pollution (1997).


This book reviews the internal workings of UNEP’s Caribbean Environmental Programme. Regulatory rules are analysed along with other regulatory conventions. A lot of information is given here about environmental problems and ways to solve and manage them.

Commonwealth Caribbean Human Rights Seminar (2000).

Besides offering copies of addresses and remarks from the seminar, this small book includes ten individual legal articles discussing various human rights issues relevant to the Caribbean. These articles are great cites to add to any human rights paper, especially for a civil law jurisdiction.

Angela D. Byre & Beverley Y. Byfield, International Human Rights Law in the Commonwealth Caribbean (1987).


This is a collection of articles regarding the protection of human rights under the laws of Commonwealth Caribbean countries and under regional and international human rights treaties. The articles are broken up into issues such as the right to a fair trial or the freedom of expression. Unfortunately, this book is from the 1980’s and many laws have changed and problems fixed. On the other hand, these articles discuss issues of the 1980’s and prove that some problems are ongoing.
M. J. Stoppi, Commercial Arbitration in the Caribbean - A Practical Guide (2001).


This is a handbook to settling commercial disputes in the Caribbean by arbitration. It addresses the practical aspects of arbitrating in this region and does so in an easy-to-understand fashion. This guide is comprehensive and good for learning the subtleties of the arbitration process.

Gilbert Kodilinye & Vanessa Kodiyinle, Commonwealth Caribbean Civil Procedure (1999).

Another book in the Commonwealth Caribbean Law Series, this addition is a comprehensive review of civil procedure. There are lots of cases and statutes to use as starting points for additional research. This book details everything there is to be known on this subject.

Joan A. Brathwaite, Women and the Law (1999).


This book is a bibliography of articles, books, cases, news articles, theses, bibliographies, international legal documents, legislation and periodicals regarding the status of legal status of women in the Caribbean. This is a fantastic research source for this subject matter, but since it was published in 1999, it falls short of being the ultimate resource.

Michael Theodore, Law: The Air We Breathe, A Look at Law and the Legal System in the Caribbean (1994).

This book explores how the law affects the average person on a daily basis. This is a very basic primer on the legal system in the Caribbean. As such, it is not very useful unless you are in need of a crash course and have little time to do it in. This book is geared more to laypeople. 

Irma T. Alonso, Caribbean Economies in the Twenty-first Century (2002).

This book examines the economic structures of the Caribbean nations. It is a good source of information for papers dealing with the economy of a particular nation, but it does not offer any case law.
Anthony Payne & Paul Sutton, Charting Caribbean Development (2001).


This book discusses the shifting politics of development within the Caribbean countries over the past forty years. It talks about post-independence development strategies and the theories behind them. The main part of the book focuses on key episodes, strategies and themes present in subsequent development strategies. This book is a good source of theory application pertaining to development. 

Ramesh Ramsaran, Caribbean Survival and the Global Challenge (2002).

This book addresses the problem of globalization from the Caribbean perspective through articles from many different contributors. This collection covers a wide range of topics from international organized crime to self-determination and sovereignty. There are not many legal cites to help with more research, but many good ideas can be derived from these articles.
Duke Pollard, The Caricom System – Basic Instruments (2003).


This is a collection of the documents related to the Caribbean Community from its inception to the present. The introduction provides a detailed background of Caricome and the rest of the volume offers a comprehensive collection of Caricom instruments. This is a terrific source for Caricom documents.

Kenneth Hall, Re-Inventing Caricom – The Road to a New Integration (2003).


This book records the history and evolution of the Caribbean Community from its inception in 1973 through 2003. It comments on the key issues and contentions which have resulted in transforming the community over the years. This book is full of Caricom information and is ideal for someone looking for an analysis of the various issues regarding the organization.
Caricom Secretariat, Caricom – Our Caribbean Community, An Introduction (2005).

This book gives the reader a detailed look at Caricom, from Caricom itself. It addresses issues such as functional cooperation within the organization and foreign policy, among many other topics. This can be considered the encyclopaedia of Caricom and is quite informative.

This website article discusses and highlights pertinent legislation and regulations involving offshore trusts and asset accounts in Anguilla. The article is very informative and easy to understand for the average person. The downside is that it may be slightly outdated, as it was written in 1996. Overall, it gives a good, brief, outline of asset protection laws and procedures in Anguilla. 

Alex Richardson, Anguilla’s Court System (Part 1), The Anguillan (April 2004).

This online Anguillan newspaper article provides a brief account of the court system of the country. While not going into specific cases it is a good place to get a general idea of how the Anguillan courts function. The article also provides the contact information for the author, enabling further communication on more specific points.

This is the website for all things Antiguan. While not as well organized as it could be, this page lists many current and proposed laws for the islands. Topics range from fisheries to banking to national parks. This site is good for information gathering but not as much for analysis.

Mindie Lazarus-Black, Legitimate Acts and Illegal Encounters, Law and Society in Antigua and Barbuda (1994).


This book offers a more historical perspective on the Caribbean society of these islands and the role of law and the legal system in shaping present circumstances. It also discusses class struggle and the laws created to promote and also limit the powerful and powerless. This is a good source of information on this narrow subject.

The Bahamas

The Statute Law of the Bahamas 1799-2000 Volumes I-VIII and Supplementary Volume (Revised Ed., 2000). 


This collection of the statutory law of the Bahamas is a one-stop-shop for the major statutes of the Bahamas. The Bahamas Independence order of 1973 and the Constitution are both included in full. The volumes also include interpretive guides and statutes organized by subject area. This is the first source one should seek in finding specific legislation. It is located in hard copy in the FCSL library.

The Subsidiary Legislation of The Bahamas Volumes I-VI (Revised ed., 2000). 


This collection coincides with the above cited Statutes of the Bahamas. These volumes include the regulations and rules that have been created under the Constitution and statutes of the Bahamas. This edition would be a good source for very subject specific research, for instance, rent control or education. It is located in the FCSL library.

This government Gazette’s purpose is to notify the public of new and revised parliamentary acts and regulations.
